Blessed are they which are persecuted for right-

eousness sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heavenò. Mathew 5:6&10   

      The Lord is doing wonderful works in the ministry. Miracles are taking place, souls are delivered and the 

name of the Lord is lifted up. Here is a great testimony from Pastor Mahender in Punjab. Three months ago, 

Mrs. Priya delivered a girl child. Sad to say that the baby didnôt have ears - instead two holes only. Priya along 

with her husband and the little child came to Pastor Mahenderôs church and prayed for the healing of this child. 

The Lord has done a miracle-slowly, slowly the ears began to come up. Praise God. The whole family came to 

the Lord and this testimony brought many to Christ.   

     The next court date is August 8th. Jacob and I have to attend the hearing. In Rajasthan where the court case 

is going on, 8 people took water baptism. Pastor Surender is coordinating this area. His right hand is now 

healed and the pain of many months is gone. He sends his thanks for your prayers.   

     The Lord has brought 2 more Muslim young men to Christ. Evangelist Shamim is very much thankful to 

you for your prayers and support.  

     In Haryana state the Lord is using Evangelist Dara in a special way through a deliverance ministry. As he 

and his wife go out into the villages, the Lord is leading them to cast out evil spirits and many are coming to the 

Lord for salvation.   

     Many sad things are going on in India . Some pastors were beaten up and in some places prayer meetings 

were disturbed by the fundamentalist. Another pastor was arrested and made false accusation against him. That 

happened in Karnataka where the BJP is in power. Five pastors were arrested in Bhigaput, UP. This world is 

not at all favorable to us, but as long as we live, we have to do the work of an Evangelist. In Durg, Chttisgargh 

state, a worship service was stopped by the fundamentalists, some believers were beaten and 

warned donôt proclaim Jesus there. In-dia is for Hindus. Sai Baba, a Hindu ógodô, died. 

From his room over 1 billion dollars worth of cash, gold and silver was found. This huge 

amount is now in such ógodsô hands, also in the hands of fundamentalists who use the 

money against mission works. We donôt know when the fundamentalists will come to other 

places to attack. Whatever the situation, we have to fulfill the last commandment of our Lord 

and Savior Jesus Christ.   

     Hindu extremists in Pratapgarh, Rajasthan have threatened to kill a pastor after beating his family and violat-

ing an agreement to stop attacking them. Pastor Shantilal Ninama of Believers Church told Compass that the 

Hindu extremists beat his 65-year-old father until he fell unconscious in one of the attacks last month. On the 

evening of June 8, after agreeing to do no further harm to Pastor Ninama and his family in exchange for him 

dropping police charges heôd filed over a previous attack, the enraged Hindu extremists stormed into his home 

and began beating and stoning his father, sister, wife and three children. As he sought police help, his father fell 

unconscious and his wife and two of his children ran out into the darkness. Another daughter hid beneath a bed, 

and his sister escaped and hid in a valley. Please pray for all these persecuted believers.  

     Our mission school reopened on July 1st. Already we have 171 students and are expecting 200 children in 

the coming days. We are praying for the needed money for stationeries, school uniforms and shoes for the very 

poorest children.        

     I thank you and appreciate you for your valuable prayers and supports for the ministry. As we know, we 

have come to the end time. Very little time is left for us. We must do as much as we can to win many to Christ. 

Let us continue to work together to reach more souls through Christ Jesus with the power of the Holy Spirit.
